The Explanatory Statement (s) setting out the material facts in respect of the business
of the meeting is annexed hereto and form part of the Notice.

14" December 2021 and 05" May 2022 respectively, issued by the Ministry of
Corporate Affairs (“MCA Circulars”) and Circular No.

In order to comply with the Basel Ill guidelines of RBI and to have a strong Capital
Base so as to provide necessary capital support to fund business growth, the Bank
is in continuous need of capital.

The present shareholding of the Government of India, the promoter of the Bank is
79.86% i.e. more than 75.00%. In terms of the provisions under Securities
Contracts (Regulations) Rules, 1957 amended vide Govt. of India (GOI) Gazette
Notification No. G.S.R. 738 (E) dated 03 August 2018 and further amended vide
GOl Gazette Notification No. G.S.R. 485 (E) dated 31t July 2020, the Bank is
required to increase its public shareholding to atleast 25.00% within a period of
three years from the date of such commencement, in the manner specified by
SEBI.

The Govt. of India vide Gazette Notification No. G.S.R. 520(E) dated 30" July 2021
further amended provisions under Securities Contracts (Regulations) Rules, 1957
and in terms of the said amendment in SCRR, the Central Government may in
public interest exempt any listed public sector company from any or all of the
provisions of SCRR.

Subsequently, the Central Governments vide its letter Ref. No. F. No.
5/35/CM/2006Vol Il dated 04.08.2021 conveyed SEBI that the Central
Government has decided in the public interest that every listed public sector
company, as defined in the SCRR, 1957, which has public shareholding below
twenty five per cent and which could not increase its public shareholding to at least
twenty five per cent within the timeline stipulated in Rule 19A of SCRR, 1957, shall
get exemption upto 01.08.2022 to increase its public shareholding to at least
twenty five per cent.

The Board of Directors of the Bank in its meeting dated 11" May, 2022 has
approved for raising equity capital of the Bank aggregating upto Rs.4000 crore
(including premium) through the different available options subject to approval of
shareholders and other requisite Statutory/Regulatory approvals.

Accordingly, the Bank proposes to raise equity capital through QIP /FPO/Rights
Issue to increase the public shareholding in the Bank. These options will be
exercised by the Bank based on the prevailing market conditions.

The equity capital as aforesaid will be raised with due approvals from the
Government of India, Reserve Bank of India and such other authorities as laid down
in the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970
and the Nationalized Banks (Management and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme,
1970, SEBI ICDR Regulations and shall be in compliance with the other relevant
guidelines /regulations of SEBI and Listing Agreement with Stock Exchanges.

The Bank in terms of Section 3(2B)(c) of the Banking Companies(Acquisition and
Transfer of Undertaking) Act, 1970, will obtain requisite approval of the
Government of India, Ministry of Finance for increasing the paid up capital.
However, the Central Government shall, at all times, hold not less than fifty-two per
cent of the paid-up equity capital of the Bank.

The Regulation 41(4) of the SEBI (LODR) Regulations, 2015 provides that
whenever any further issue or offer is being made by the Bank, the existing
shareholders should be offered the same on pro rata basis unless the shareholders
in the general meeting decide otherwise. The said resolution, if passed, shall have

the effect of allowing the Board on behalf of the Bank to issue and allot the
securities otherwise than on pro-rata basis to the existing shareholders.

The Resolution seeks to enable the Bank to create, offer, issue and allot equity
shares/preference shares/securities by way of Follow on public issue, and/or on a
private placement basis or any other mode approved by GOI/RBI. The issue
proceeds will enable the Bank to strengthen its Capital Adequacy Requirements as
specified by RBI from time to time

The Resolution further seeks to empower the Board of Directors to undertake a
qualified institutional placement with qualified institutional buyers as defined by
ICDR Regulations. The Board of Directors may in their discretion adopt this
mechanism as prescribed under Chapter VIII of the ICDR Regulations for raising
funds for the Bank, without seeking fresh approval from the shareholders.

In case of a QIP issue in terms of Chapter VI of SEBI ICDR Regulations, issue of
securities, on QIP basis, can be made at a price not less than the average of the
weekly high and low of the closing prices of the shares quoted on a stock exchange
during the two weeks preceding the "Relevant Date". "Relevant Date" shall mean
the date of the meeting in which the Board or Committee of the Bank decides to
open the QIP Issue.

with the Advisors, Lead Managers and Underwriters and such other authority or
authorities as may be required, considering the prevailing market conditions and
other regulatory requirements.

As the pricing of the offering cannot be decided except at a later stage, it is not
possible to state the price of shares to be issued. However, the same would be in
accordance with the provisions of the SEBI ICDR Regulations, the Banking
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 and the Indian
Bank (Shares and Meetings) Regulations, 1999 as amended from time to time or
any other guidelines/regulations/consents as may be applicable or required.

For reasons aforesaid, an enabling resolution is therefore proposed to be passed
to give adequate flexibility and discretion to the Board to finalize the terms of the
issue.

The equity shares allotted, shall rank pari passu in all respects with the existing
equity shares of the Bank.

For this purpose, the Bank is required to obtain the consent of the shareholders by
means of a special resolution. Hence your consent is requested for the above
proposal.

The Bank or any of its directors or promoter is not a wilful defaulter or fugitive
economic offender.
